The Generalized System of Preferences (GSP) – Results of 2001 and 2002 Annual Reviews Effective July 1, 2003

Presidential Proclamation 7689, dated June 30, 2003, published in the Federal Register on July 2, 2003 (68 FR 39795-39804), modifies the General Notes to the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS).  Specifically, the proclamation amends the list of beneficiary developing countries eligible for preferential tariff treatment under the GSP program.  The text of the proclamation reads as follows: 

Effective with respect to goods entered, or withdrawn from warehouse, for consumption, on or after July 1, 2003, modifications to the HTS are as follows: 

(1) General Note 4(d) to the HTS is modified by:
