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SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION


The following reference contains a packed column gas chromatographic procedure for determining the purity of monomeric plasticizers.  This method is limited to monomeric plasticizers with definite boiling points.  Many monomeric plasticizers may have boiling points above 400oC. Their determination depends on the availability of maximum column temperatures above 300oC. Monomeric plasticizers, depending on their purity, are covered under Chapter 29 (pure compounds) or Heading 3812 (mixtures) of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
