SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION


The following reference describes chemical and physical properties of vulcanization accelerators.  These properties may be directly or indirectly related to the performance characteristics in rubber materials.  The accelerators are divided into six classes according to their chemical structure and application in the rubber industry.  Among the tests to measure their chemical and physical properties are melting point, wet sieve test, percent ash, and percent moisture.

The information in this reference should be useful in the analysis and classification of prepared rubber accelerators in Heading 3812 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) and of the pure 

chemicals in Chapter 29.
