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Test Methods for Rubber Products - Chemical Analysis

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

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SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION


The reference test method includes both qualitative and quantitative analyses of rubber products. A number of spot tests for identifying the presence of different types of rubbers are included in an Appendix. In Part A of the method are tests which will determine the amount of nonrubber products present. The amount of rubber can be indirectly calculated from the data obtained in Part A. The determination of the amount of a specific rubber in a rubber product is covered in Part B of the method, All natural and synthetic rubbers (except ethylene-propylene-nonconjugated diene) of Section Vll Chapter 40 Headings 4001 and 4002, can be tested by Part B of this method, whether or not they be crude unvulcanized, reclaimed or vulcanized. 

Note: This method may involve the use of hazardous materials (such as carcinogens). Use of hazardous chemicals is subject to the current safety regulations.
