1 SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION


1.1
A list is given of reference compounding materials needed to prepare the rubber test compounds given in the following methods, including that for the vulcanizing equipment and procedures for preparing Standard Vulcanized Sheets. These sheets are used in the preparation of test strips which will be tested to see if they conform to the requirements of Section Vll,

Chapter 40, Note 4 (a) of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS). This is done in order to determine whether the product is a rubber of Chapter 40. If the product does not conform, then it may be a polymer of Chapter 39, if it conforms to that Chapter’s head notes.

For the purposes of Note 4 (a) (HTSUS), the listing of the Industry Reference Materials includes 2 different carbon blacks which are not allowed in the testing in Note 4 (a) as provided for by Note 5 (b) (ii) and (iii).
