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SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION


The procedures found in the methods are those used to evaluate vulcanized rubbers and thermoplastic rubber, or thermoplastic elastomer specimens. Specifications for the test specimens are given. The tests include tensile set (return), and elongation (at break) for polymer products as specified in Section Vll, Additional U.S. Note 1 of Chapter 39 for elastomeric polymers, or Note 4(a) of Chapter 40 for synthetic rubbers of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
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
