SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION
This specification covers methods and tolerances applicable to the following properties of knitted fabrics: yield, mass, width, length, fabric count, bursting strength, moisture regain, thickness, extractable matter, and fiber composition.  These methods may be applicable to commodities covered by Chapter 60 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
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
