TBT-01-005: Cotton Fee Exempted on Certain Imported Textile and Apparel Articles  TC# TP 01-0228

BACKGROUND:

In the Federal Register dated November 27, 2000, the Agriculture Marketing Service (AMS) of the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) announced an amendment to the Cotton Board Rules and Regulations import assessment exemptions. The Cotton Board collects funds from cotton producers and importers to promote the use of cotton and its products.  This amendment is set forth to avoid multiple assessments of United States produced cotton that has been exported and then imported back into the United States in the form of textile and apparel products.  Therefore, the AMS is amending 7 C.F.R. 1205.510 to include textiles and apparel articles assembled of components formed from cotton produced in the United States and identified by Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) numbers 9819.11.03, 9819.11.06, 9820.11.03, 9820.11.06, 9820.11.09, 9820.11.12, 9820.11.18, 9820.11.21, 9802.00.8015, 9802.00.8044, 9802.00.8046 and 9802.00.9000.

Since publication of this notice, the U.S. Customs Service has completed the necessary programming for the cotton fee exemptions.  

ACTION:

All entries with the following HTSUS numbers are not required to pay the cotton fee: 

9819.11.03, 9819.11.06, 9820.11.03, 9820.11.06, 9820.11.09, 9820.11.12, 9820.11.18, 9820.11.21, 9802.00.8015, 9802.00.8044, 9802.00.8046 and 9802.00.9000.  Please note that the cotton fee will also be exempt from the alternate chapter 1-97 HTSUS number.
