BACKGROUND:

In accordance with the North American Free Trade Agreement, the Embassy of Mexico informed U.S. Customs in a letter dated January 12, 2001, that the letterhead for official documents, including Textile Export Visa Certificates and Certificates of Eligibility, has changed.  As of December 1, 2000, the Ministry of Commerce and Industrial Development (SECOFI) has changed to the Ministry of the Economy (Secretaria de Economia).

ACTION:

Effective immediately, Ministry of the Economy (Secretaria de Economia) must appear on all Textile Export Visa Certificates and Certificates of Eligibility for Textile and Apparel Goods Subject to Tariff Preference Levels (TPL) that were issued on or after December 1, 2000.
