BACKGROUND: 

TBT-97-090 requires that the importer provide a certification statement that the textile declaration as required by 19 CFR 12.130 is accurate.  Effective May l, 2001 a signed importer certification will no longer be required in order to obtain the release of textile merchandise from Macau. 

ACTION: 

Effective May 1, 2001, an importer certification statement that the textile declaration is accurate is no longer required for shipments originating from Macau. A textile declaration is still required, and may be prepared by the manufacturer, producer, exporter or importer of the textiles and textile products.
