BACKGROUND:

In a July 9, 2001, Federal Register notice (66 FR 35776), the Committee for the Implementation of Textile Agreements (CITA) directed the U.S. Customs Service to amend the visa arrangement for the People’s Republic of China.  Effective January 1, 2002, the textile export visa / commercial invoice will be printed on a light blue form, replacing the light green background currently being used.

ACTION:

To facilitate the implementation of this amendment, goods produced or manufactured in China and exported from China during the period of

January 1, 2002, through January 31, 2002, for which the Government of

the People’s Republic of China has issued an export license/commercial invoice may be printed on the light blue or light green form.

Products exported on or after February 1, 2002, must be accompanied by an export visa issued by the Government of the People’s Republic of China on the light blue license/invoice form.  Shipments entered, or withdrawn from warehouse, for consumption, which is not accompanied by an appropriate export visa, shall be denied entry and a new visa must be obtained.

The requirements for the Electronic Visa Information System (ELVIS) remain unchanged.
