    Consist Information Transaction Set (358) for use within the context of an Electronic Data

    Interchange (EDI) environment. The transaction set can be used by carriers,  terminal

    operators, port authorities and service centers to provide a list of bills of lading to be carried on a

    specific conveyance and trip number for which an electronic manifest has been previously filed.

If a shipment is added or deleted from a Trip transmission, or if a change occurs to the conveyance or crew information, a complete new Trip may be transmitted to CBP. CBP, in turn, will place all the shipments on the old Trip back into Preliminary status and then process the new trip, moving shipments from preliminary to Active

status, placing the Truck ID into the manifest records.  Alternatively, the Trip may be amended without deleting and re-adding, by citing the amendment type code in M1015, and the amendment code in M1016, and submitting the amended segment (s). 

Empty pieces of equipment will not be manifested using a 309. They will be identified on the Trip

and ACE will recognize the equipment as being IIT’s.
